3. Request to Support Transition Streets Project 

Ynni Sir Gâr has been invited by the Fund Manager of the Brechfa Forest West Wind Farm Community Fund to submit a grant application to run a pilot project of Transition Streets in Rhydargaeau.  The hope is that being part of the project would start to encourage neighbours to get to know each other better, and at the same time reduce their bills and carbon footprint.  The Transition Streets Project was first implemented in Totnes, Devon, where residents have saved an average of a third off their energy and water bills and their street has been transformed as neighbours have started working together for the good of the street.  

Ynni Sir Gâr intend to apply to the Wind Farm for funding to secure work for a person for 2-3 years to get to know people.  Ynni Sir Gâr hope to apply for a grant from another source for 'match funding' with the intention of eventually offering a full-time position.  

The Council at recent meetings has discussed the lack of a central place or focal point for people to gather in Rhydargaeau, a view shared by the Wind Farm and Ynni Sir Gâr.  Ynni Sir Gâr’s initial focus will be to distribute leaflets and knock on doors to raise awareness of the project.  The residents of Rhydargaeau travel in many directions to satisfy their social needs and do not have much opportunity to gather in the village itself.  Ynni Sir Gâr feel that areas around Rhydargaeau could also benefit greatly from the Transition Streets project and the part-time member of staff would allocate any spare time to raise awareness in these areas as well.  

Ynni Sir Gâr intend submitting a bid for funding to the Wind Farm in May 2026 and are seeking the Council’s support in its application.  It should be noted that there the Transition Streets Project does not have any resource implications on the Council.

County Councillor Lewis will be requested to declare an interest in this item as Manager of Ynni Sir Gâr having made an introduction on the project and leave the room whilst Council deliberates on the item.   

Lleucu Meinir, Project Officer of Ynni Sir Gâr will be in attendance to speak to Council on the application to be submitted to the Brechfa Wind Farm.

Recommended:  That Council considers supporting the application by Ynni Sir Gâr to the Brechfa Forest Wind Farm Community Fund for a Transition Streets Project in Rhydargaeau.     



4. Parc y Rhyd Play Area 

Council at an Extraordinary meeting on 28 July 2025 (minute no.365 refers) resolved to increase the height of the fence either side of the play area.  The owner of one of the properties has recently complained of children climbing over the fence of the play area on to the property.  This has been evidenced by the property owner’s doorbell camera footage.  The owner of the property is concerned that if a child has a fall on the property as to potential liability.  There is therefore a need to progress increasing the height of the fence to mitigate against children climbing the fence of the play area.     

Costings for the materials will be supplied at the meeting.  Council has a surplus of £1,496.11 for the play area project and the materials could be purchased to increase the height of the fence with the work being undertaken by the owner of the property.   

Recommended:  That Council authorise payment of the materials to increase the height of the fence funded from the surplus in the play area project.  

5. Revised Carmarthenshire Local Development Plan 2018-2033 

Carmarthenshire County Council’s Revised LDP 2018-2033 is subject to an independent examination and hearing sessions took place in October and November 2024, and in September 2025.  The County Council has compiled a Schedule of Matters Arising Changes (MACs) primarily as a result of Action Points arising from the Examination Hearing Sessions.  These changes are required to make the Plan sound and have all been agreed with the appointed Inspectors of the examination.

In conjunction with the MACs, the County Council is also consulting on updates to the following supporting documents:

•	Integrated Sustainability Appraisal (ISA) addendum to the MACs
•	Habitats Regulation Assessment (HRA) addendum to the MACs

Council has received notification from the County Council of the commencement of consultation on 11 May 2026 and ending on 26 June 2026.  The consultation is solely for commenting on the Matters Arising Changes; Integrated Sustainability Appraisal (ISA) and 	Habitats Regulation Assessment and not on the other elements of the LDP.

Matters Arising Changes

The County Council has compiled a Schedule of Matters Arising Changes (MACs) primarily as a result of Action Points arising from the Examination Hearing Sessions that took place in October and November 2024, and September 2025.  These changes are required to make the Plan sound.  All of these MACs have been agreed with the Inspectors.  



Integrated Sustainability Appraisal (ISA)

The ISA Report considers the social, economic, and environmental effects of the Deposit Revised Local Development Plan (rLDP).  It incorporates several statutory requirements into a single document which enables a more transparent and holistic assessment of the sustainability implications of the proposals contained in the rLDP.

It features the joint Sustainability Appraisal (SA) Report and Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA), alongside a Welsh Language Impact Assessment (WLIA), an Equality Impact Assessment (EqIA), elements of a Health Impact Assessment (HIA), Local and National Well-being Goals, and other considerations related to the environment including NRW’s Area Statement and the Section 6 Duty (to maintain and enhance biodiversity, and promote the resilience of ecosystems).

In relation to the Integrated Sustainability Appraisal (ISA), there are no specific changes proposed to individual sites within the Council’s area.

Habitats Regulation Assessment

Under the Habitats Regulations, the Council is required to assess whether the rLDP is likely to have a significant effect on the integrity of any European Site alone or in combination with other plans and projects.  This mandatory process is known as a Habitats Regulations Assessment (HRA), and it is undertaken throughout the preparation of the rLDP. 

Within the Matters Arising Changes the only site within Llanllawddog is at Cefn Farm, Rhydargaeau.  This relates to Matters Arising Change MAC 13 which describes that part of the site has been completed, the element within the Deposit Revised LDP forms the remainder of the site.  The greenfield site is a continuation of the Clos y Fedw / Dan y Dderwen development.  There are 17 residential units earmarked of which 3.7 are to be affordable units.  Phasing of the development is specified between 2025-2029 (Years 8-11 of the plan period).  

Of the Key Considerations and Constraints affecting the site, there have been no Highways and Transport issues identified.   The development will require a Commuted Sum towards community benefits in line with Policy INF1.  Policy INF1 relates to Planning Obligations and where necessary, planning obligations will be sought to ensure that the effects of developments are fully addressed in order to make the development acceptable.  Contributions will be required to deliver or fund improvements to infrastructure, ecology, community facilities and other services and facilities to address requirements or impacts arising from new developments.  Where applicable, contributions will also be sought towards the future and ongoing 
maintenance of such provision.  

The site may require a Flood Consequences Assessment.  The site’s design and layout will need to consider flood risk and avoid placing dwellings on the affected areas.  The most recent flooding data will need to be considered at planning application stage.    

Recommended: Council is requested to consider the impact of the Matters Arising Change within the Habitats Regulation Assessment as it relates to the further development of the Cefn Farm, Rhydargaeau and whether it wishes to respond to the consultation on the Deposit Revised Local Development Plan.
